Meeting of the Town Board – October 6, 2011

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. by Chairman, Clair Strandlie.  Others present were Supervisors, Jake Young and Heidi Kroening; Treasurer, Connie Anderson and Deputy Clerk, Terry Schumann.

The secretary’s report was read and approved.

The treasurer’s report was read and approved.

Terry Peterson was present representing the Northern Pine Riders.  He asked the board for support to get a grant for the Soo Line Trail.  
Motion was made by Strandlie, second by Young to approve the resolution.

Two individuals for the Moose Lake School were present to give the board and public information on the levy changes to the school which will be voted on November 8, 2011.

Dave Arneson discussed with the board the little road off of Island Lake Road going to the lake.  He would like to see it cleared out so it can be used for access to Island Lake in the winter.

Motion was made by Kroening, second by Young to pay Ulland Brothers $49,400 for the paving of Sturgeon Island Road.  Motion passed.
Kroening gave the update on the re-ditching of Moss Lane.

Kroening gave the update on the Miller home.

Motion was made by Kroening, second by Young to pay $50/ month towards Terry Schumann’s cell phone bill to reimburse him for minutes used while working as zoning administrator.

The sign for Island Lake Road stating:  No Fishing from Road was ordered.

The township received two checks from the insurance company for the break-in in 2008.

Tom Landsberger was present representing the Lake and Landowners Association.   He asked the board for $6319.45 for the treatment of Eurasion Water Milfoil in Sturgeon Lake which was done in August.  There was no money given.

Strandlie attended at meeting in Cambridge in which road signs were discussed.  Replacement of road signs will need to be done by 2015 and overhead signs by 2018.
Homestead credit will be lost in 2012.

Strandlie gave the Fire District report.

Strandlie discussed with property owners on placing a street light on Co. Rd. 46 and E. Frontage Rd.  The township will not put up the light, but the county should be contacted due to this being their road.

Kroening discussed the email from Dan Ring about cutting costs in zoning by using Schumann as clerk.  The board unanimously agreed that this would be inappropriate for Schumann to take the minutes because a clerk is already appointed. 
Mike Buetow gave the road update.

Terry Schumann gave the zoning update.  He will talk to the owners of the Port-A-Potty and will try to resolve the issue without going to court.
The board reviewed the claims.

Motion was made by Young, second by Kroening to approve claims 8348-8386 in the total of $65,612.30.
The mail was reviewed.

Motion was made to adjourn.
